MAIN ACTIVITIES

FA| 1 Exhibitions
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The ACH hosts exhibitions all year round to introduce each ASEAN member state's
history, culture, and everyday life. The Special Exhibition Gallery serves as a venue for
four exhibitions a year on specific aspects of ASEAN culture. The Permanent Exhibition
Gallery showcases representative cultural objects of the 10 ASEAN countries. The VR
Zone allows visitors to have a vivid experience of ASEAN countries’ cultural heritage
via digital media. In addition, the ACH offers an online exhibition service at its website
(www.ach.or.kr).

The ACH introduces various genres of traditional and contemporary performing arts
from the ASEAN region, including music, dance, theater, circus, and mime. In addition,
the ACH makes a diverse array of performance videos available at its official online
channels so that anybody can enjoy the ASEAN member states’ performing arts
wherever and whenever they wish. The ACH also hosts cultural events to enable the
public to enjoy the cultures of the 10 ASEAN countries in one place.
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The ACH provides the public with an opportunity to enjoy a wide range of ASEAN
films that are usually not readily accessible in Korea. In cooperation with ASEAN
countries’ embassies in Seoul, domestic and international film festivals, and partner
organizations, the ACH hosts film screenings to present recent and popular films,
including animations, children’s movies, and short films, by country and theme. Such
films enable viewers to have a close look at ASEAN countries’ society, culture, and
everyday life.
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The ACH offers language courses, special lectures, and other educational programs.
In addition to regular language courses in spring and autumn, the ACH now offers
conversational courses in summer and winter, thereby offering opportunities to learn
ASEAN languages all year round. The ACH also hosts a variety of special lectures to
help the public deepen their understanding of ASEAN, including lectures on culture
and exhibitions hosted by the ACH, events for primary school students to experience
ASEAN culture, and talks on career development.
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The ACH hosts ASEAN Cooking Classes to offer a chance to cook popular ASEAN
dishes and learn more about each ASEAN country’s cuisine and food culture. Cooking
class videos along with recipes are available at the ACH YouTube channel for those
unable to attend the highly popular classes. In addition, recipe cards of ASEAN member
states’ representative dishes are distributed to ACH visitors to help familiarize them
with ASEAN cuisine.
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The ACH carries out various people-to-people networking programs to enable Koreans
and ASEAN nationals to meet and get to know each other. They include the ASEAN-
Korea Futurist (AKF) for university students from Korea and ASEAN member states
to organize and carry out activities together, and the ASEAN Youth Leader Program
for young people from multicultural and other family backgrounds to participate in
workshops at home and abroad to better understand ASEAN culture and develop
leadership skills.
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YEAR-ROUND PROGRAMS

X2 1 Library
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The ACH operates a library with a collection of about 5,400 books and multimedia materials on the ten ASEAN
member states, which are freely available on loan or to read at the library. The library also hosts various events.
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Membership registration is required, and each member may borrow a maximum of four books for up to three weeks.
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The ACH runs the Group Visits program to allow groups, both Korean and foreign residents, deepen their
understanding of ASEAN culture. The program offers an introduction to ASEAN, exhibition tours, and a VR experience
of ASEAN cultural heritage sites.
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To promote exchange between the ten ASEAN member states and Korea, the ACH makes its facilities available free
of charge to organizations and groups for any events that are related to ASEAN-Korea exchange activities.
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Priority is given to events with an aim of promoting exchange between ASEAN and Korea.
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The ACH is not available for rent for political, religious, and commercial events.
